For the majority of its investments, the Fund relies on information
provided by independent pricing services for the valuation of its investments.

The quoted market price used for financial assets held by the Fund is the last traded price; the appropriate
quoted market price for financial liabilities is the last traded price. When the Fund holds derivatives with offsetting
market risks, it uses mid-market prices as a basis for establishing fair values for the offsetting risk positions and
applies this bid or asking price to the net open position, as appropriate.

A financial instrument is regarded as quoted in an active market if quoted prices are readily and regularly
available from an exchange, dealer, broker, industry group, pricing service, or regulatory agency, and those
prices represent actual and regularly occurring market transactions on an arm's length basis.

(ii) Fair value in an inactive or unquoted market (Level 2 and Level 3)

The fair value of financial assets and liabilities that are not traded in an active market is determined using
valuation techniques. These include the use of recent arm's length market transactions, reference to the current
fair value of a substantially similar other instrument, discounted cash flow techniques, or any other valuation
technique that provides a reliable estimate of prices obtained in actual market transactions.

Investments in other unlisted unit trusts are recorded at the redemption value per unit as reported by the
investment managers of such funds.

Some of the inputs to these models may not be market observable and are therefore estimated based on
assumptions.

Valuation techniques employed may not fully reflect all factors relevant to the positions the Fund holds.
Valuations are therefore adjusted, where appropriate, to allow for additional factors including liquidity risk and
counterparty risk.
